This is a free 2 + day drama/theatre wananga/workshop facilitated by a team of professionally active Maori and Pacific Island playwrights/actors/producers/teachers to foster, develop and nurture an increased local creative awareness, interest and participation in the performing arts. These workshops are open to all cultures, genders and age groups within the local community and whanau beyond.  It will culminate in a free public community performance. 
The workshops are the brainchild of respected Maori playwright Albert Belz, a former Whirinaki resident who wishes to contribute to his former community by sharing his passion for the performing arts in a creative, collaborative and culturally appropriate manner.   One of his most loved plays is Awhi Tapu, a drama based in our Village Minginui and the Whirinaki for which he gained  a Human Rights Commission award for its contribution to race relations in NZ.
For this workshop and performance, the emphasis is placed on encouraging personal storytelling by providing a neutral and safe platform to identify, define and explore central themes relevant to the individual and collective participants, and to then refine these themes into a drama based format to share with the wider community. 
The value of these workshops to the community has already been acknowledged through the community's voluntary donation of time, money, effort, facilities and resources to help make this opportunity come to fruition.
